Final tournament

| ALL EYES ON THE EHF FINALS

The EHF Finals mark the highlight weekend of the EHF European League season. The 2023 event
will be held across the weekend of 27/28 May 2023 and will be the third edition of the final event
introduced in 2021.

The first ever EHF Finals Men were played at the SAP Arena in Mannheim, Germany and saw the
German team of SC Magdeburg becoming the first-ever winner of the EHF European League Men.
Last season, at the EHF Finals 2022, SL Benfica earned their maiden international trophy with a
40:39 win after the extra time against SC Magedburg.

| THE LVINNERS' TROPHY AUVAITS

The Portuguese team not only celebrated a spectacular home win at the Altice Arena in Lisbon
but became only the second team in history to lift the coveted EHF European League trophy.
The design has been revealed on the fringes of the start of 2020/21 season and will be seen
after final battles also in many seasons to come. Aligned with the concept of the EHF Champions
League trophy, the core idea of the EHF European League trophy is to represent a goal as the
main objective of the sport, to reflect the dynamic movement of a ball hitting the target and to
transmit handball as a team sport by forming the net in the shape of a shield. The design is the
same for both men’s and women’s competitions and every element from the font to the logo fits
the competition identity.

The concept was developed by a Spanish agency based in Barcelona, which specialises in the
design and production of environmentally responsible trophies. The medals are made from the
removed material of the net structure, which means that every player gets a piece of the trophy
for himself and herself.

2022/23 SEASON

For 24 teams from 14 countries, including the
defending champion and three former EHF
Champions League winners, the group phase of
the 2022/23 EHF European League is ready for
throw-off. Here are the most important Facts and
Figures.

0 goals were the lowest difference after 120
minutes in the 12 duels of the final qualification
round: Irun and Kolstad each won their home
matches by a three goals advance. In the penalty
shoot-out, Irun were the aggregate winners.

1

European Cup debutant - Danish club
Skanderborg-Aarhus founded in 2021 - are
part of the group phase.

1 city - Portuguese capital Lisbon like in 2021/22
already - is represented by two clubs: Benfica
and Sporting.

1 club is part of the CL Women and the EHF
European League Men: FTC from Hungary.

1 former EHF Cup winners failed in qualification
round 2: Lemgo (against Goppingen).

2 teams, which qualified for the EHF Finals 2022
in Lisbon, are part of the group phase: winners
Benfica and fourth ranked side Nexe. Finalists
Magdeburg and fourth ranked team from Plock
are part of the EHF CL this season.

2 former Cup Winners’ Cup winners have qualified
for the group phase: Bidasoa Irun (1997) and
Flensburg (2011, 2012).

3 clubs, which had been part of EHF FINAL4
tournaments in Cologne, are part of the group
phase: Montpellier (2018), Flensburg (2014) and
Berlin (2012).

3 teams of the 24 group phase participants were
part of the EHF Champions League last season:
Flensburg, Zaporizhye and Montpellier.

15

3 group phase participants - Presov, Nexe and
Pelister Eurofarm - are parallel playing in the
multinational SEHA League.

3

former EHF Champions League winners -

Bidasoa Irun (1995), Montpellier Handball
(2003, 2018) and SG Flensburg-Handewitt
(2014) have qualified for the group phase.

3 teams have gone all the way from qualification
round 1 to the group phase: Hard, FTC and Aguas
Santas. Hard and FTC even won all their four
qualification matches.

4 former EHF Cup winners are part of the group
phase: Granollers (1995, 1996), Flensburg
(1997), Frisch Auf Goppingen (2011, 2012, 2016,
2017) and Flichse Berlin (2015 and 2018).

4 countries — Spain, Germany, Hungary and
Portugal — are represented by three teams each,
two countries — Denmark and France — by each
two clubs.

4 teams won both matches in qualification round
2: Aguas Santas, Flensburg, Skanderborg-Aarhus
and Hard.

5 clubs, which had been part of previous EHF Cup
Finals, are part of the group phase: Montpellier
(2014), Fichse (2014, 2015, 2017, 2018, 2019),
Goppingen (2013, 2016, 2017, 2018), Skjern
(2015) and Granollers (2016).

6 different teams were part of the two EHF
finals in Mannheim (2021) and Lisbon (2022):
Magdeburg (2), Plock (2), Berlin, Léwen, Benfica
and Nexe.

6 of the 24 participants play their first ever group
phase in any EHF club competition: Benidorm,
FTC, Fejer BAL-Veszprem, Hard, Aguas Santas
and Skanderborg-Aarhus

9 teams started their mission in qualification
round 2: Montpellier, Nexe, Flensburg, Benidorm,
Irun, Skanderborg-Aarhus, Goppingen, Sporting
and Veszprem.

9 of 24 teams of last season’s group phase

are back in the same stage now: Nexe, Berlin,
Eurofarm, Sporting, Benfica, Schaffhausen, Irun,
PAUC and Presov

10 group matches are ahead for each of the 24
teams.

12 teams from 12 nations were directly seeded
to the group phase: Benfica (POR), Schaffhausen
(SUI), Ystad (SWE), PAUC (FRA), Granollers (ESP),
Skjern (DEN), Berlin (GER), Motor (UKR), Valur
(ISL), Balatonfiired (HUN) and Presov (SVK);
Eurofarm (MKD) received a wild card.

14 different nations are represented by the

24 teams — compared to 16 in the previous
season: Austria, Croatia, Denmark, Spain, France,
Germany, Hungary, North Macedonia, Portugal,
Switzerland, Slovakia, Sweden and Ukraine.

17 different clubs had been part of the seven EHF
Cup Finals from 2013 until 2019.

20 games at the most are ahead for those four
teams, which qualify for the final tournament,
depending from which qualification round they
have started.

27 goals were the biggest martin in the second
qualification round, when Flensburg beat Kwidzyn
76:49 in aggregate.

44 matches of two qualification rounds have
already been played before the start of the group
phase. 20 in the first round and 24 in round 2.

120 group matches decide the 16 participants of
the knock-out stage.

148 matches are ahead until the winner of the
EHF European League Men is decided, including
28 knock-out matches from the Last 16 to the
final.

The six teams in group A combine, between themselves two EHF
Champions League titles, as well as 3 EHF Cups and one European League
trophy. That is to say how high-profile the group will be.

For Fejer Veszprem, though, these games will be almost the first of the
club in Europe. Under their belt, the Hungarian players only have two
qualification games, the ones that got them here. Before qualifying against
Chambéry in the second qualification round, Veszprem are clearly a

team that no one expected to be in the group phase. But they showed in
the previous round that they could upset everyone, including the most
experienced players. Things are quite different for the other five teams, as
they are all used to European confrontations. Portuguese side Benfica won
the European League trophy last season and are favourites for their own
succession. Their squad has not moved much, only improved by a couple of
players while the most important ones decided to extend the adventure for
a little bit longer.

Montpellier are first on the list in the group to try and upset the team from
Lisbon. Not playing the Champions League for the first time since 2014, the
French side has plenty of experience of these continental confrontations.
And despite losing quite a few important players over the summer (Karl
Wallinius, Gilberto Duarte), Patrice Canayer has put together a team able
to go far in the European League. It showed its ambitions in the qualifying
round already, defeating the always tricky-to-beat Savehof. After a four
seasons absence, Goppingen are back on the European scene. The club
that won four times the EHF Cup between 2011 and 2017 is now relying
on a revamped team, led by Hartmut Mayerhoffer. The German coach

has chosen to sign many Champions League level players such as Blaz
Blagotinsek, Gilberto Duarte and Marin Sego, to give his club the maximum
chances to proceed out of the group phase.

It has been exactly ten years since Tatran Presov have progressed out

of a group in any European competitions. Last time was in 2012 in the
Champions League. Since then, the Slovakian champions have struggled to
impress, only winning two games in the European League group phase last
season. The aim, for Presov, will be to take as many points as possible and
to hope for a Last 16 ticket. On the contrary, things are really going upwards
again these days for Kadetten Schaffhausen. The Swiss team, which played
the EHF Cup final in 2010, reached the quarter-finals of the European
League last season, led by an amazing Joan Canellas. The Spanish centre-
back really made a difference for his team and in his wake, Kadetten can
still hope for a good European season again.

With a team that has changed a lot over the last few years but an ambition
that remains the same, Montpellier are among the contenders for this
season.

After reaching the quarter-finals of the EHF Champions League in 2021/22,
it will be interesting to see how some of the younger players will adapt now
they are playing in the second-tier competition — not a guarantee that things
will be any easier, though.

“We know we are among the favourites, but we also know that everyone
will be extra motivated for a game against uu. So, things will not be easy for
us just because we are Montpellier,” head coach Patrice Canayer said.

Montpellier have already had the opportunity to experience the
oppponents’ willpower against them, as IK Savehof posed a tough
challenge in the qualification round. This is what Montpellier should expect
for the group phase, too.

TITLE FAVOURITES FAGE INEXPERIENCED SIDES IN GROUP B

Group B brings an interesting mix to the fold, with one of the big title
challengers, SG Flensburg-Handewitt, facing inexperienced teams at this level
in European handball, like Iceland’s Valur or Sweden’s Ystads IF, who have
mostly featured in the EHF European Cup, or are making their comeback in
European competitions after a long wait. After a season in which injuries have
ravaged the team, SG Flensburg-Handewitt will drop from the Machineseeker
EHF Champions League for the first time since the 2011/12 season, when they
secured the trophy in the Cup Winners’ Cup. With a plethora of stars at their
disposal, like Jim Gottfridsson, the MVP of the EHF EURO 2018 and 2022, or
Norwegian stalwarts Magnus Abelvik Rgd and Goran Johannessen, Flensburg
will definitely be one of the title challengers, having both the experience and
the depth to go far in the competition. Yet their start in the Bundesliga has
been somewhat erratic, with only four wins in seven games, which makes

this European competition even more important for the German powerhouse.
They will face a stern challenge, though, in the group phase, with sides that are
eager to impress and derail their season.

Hungarian side FTC are trying to get better and better in what was a two-
pronged battle in the domestic league between Telekom Veszprem HC and
PICK Szeged and have the experience of centre back Mate Lekai to count

on. They have reached the group phase by eliminating two Romanian teams,
Minaur Baia Mare (74:49 on aggregate) and CSA Steaua Bucuresti (66:64

on aggregate) and will count on their home support to challenge the big
guns. TM Benidorm, a rookie in the group phase of an European competition,
eliminated GC Amicitia Zurich on their way here, 64:58 on aggregate, and have
an interesting squad at their disposal, with a Spanish core, bolstered by three
Argentinian players and two Serbian players. Like Icelandic side Valur, their
main issue is the lack of experience at the highest level, which can definitely
hamper their challenge, due to other sides bringing more to the table in this
point of the competition.

Swedish side Ystads IF were the surprise champions in their domestic league
and have a legendary player in their roster, Kim Andersson. The former
Machineseeker EHF Champions League winner is now 40 years old, but can
still be a mentor for younger players. The Swedish side have not featured in a
group phase of an European competition since the 2015/16 Men’s EHF Cup,
but made the final in the EHF European Cup Men in the 2020/21 season, losing
the final against AEK Athens HC, 46:54 on aggregate.

Last, but not least, PAUC Handball might be a wildcard in this group, a dark
horse that can derail any campaign. It was a busy summer for the French side,
who signed six players and lost five, therefore chemistry might be an issue for
Thierry Anti’s side. But Anti is a very experienced coach, has some experienced
players at his disposal, like Romain Lagarde, William Accambray or Nicolas
Claire, therefore making PAUC a team everybody needs to take care of.

Ystad are in the group phase of a European
competition for the second time, after the EHF Cup

Valur have reached the group phase of a European competition for the first
time since the 2007/08 season. The Icelandic side consider themselves as
the perfect underdogs, who will give all in their games to try and hamper
their opponents. But can a young and inexperienced squad succeed in the
second-tier European competition?

Valur made it to the group phase of an international
competition for the first time since the 2007/08 season, when
they qualified for the group phase of the Machineseeker EHF
Champions League

the Icelandic club has a mixture of experience and youth, with
an average age of 25.1 years old in the squad, driven up by
players like goalkeeper Bjorgvin Pall Gustavsson

Valur became only the third Icelandic side in history to reach
the semi-finals of a European competition, in the 2016/17
season of the Men’s EHF Challenge Cup

Valur secured the domestic league last season after finishing
level on points with Hakur but with a better head-to-head
record of one win; the second game between the two sides
ended in a draw

the most decorated team in Iceland has produced talents like
Olafur Stefansson, Dagur Sigurdsson and Omar Ingi Magnusson

Most important question: Are they ready for such a challenge?

To understand how important this qualification in the group phase of the
EHF European League Men for Valur, it is worth mentioning only that the
previous Icelandic team to feature at this stage of a European competition
was Haukar Hafnarfjordur in the 2008/09 season of the EHF Champions
League. Of course Iceland have been a constant presence at the major
international tournaments like the EHF EURO or the IHF Men’s World
Championship, but a large number of their players feature in the best
leagues in the world, with many talented youngsters leaving Iceland early
to fulfil their potential. From the 20-man squad called up by Gudémundur

A WELL-BALANCED GROUP IWITH EXPERIENGE AND FRESH BLOOD

Group C of the EHF European League starts with two well-known clubs,
two returnees to the second-tier competition and two debutants. Croatian
runners-up enter their 14th consecutive season in Europe’s second-tier
competition after they wrote the club’s history by reaching EHF FINALS in
the previous season. Nexe did not have many changes in the squad but the
departure of Halil Jaganjac will be the main difference in the team. Once
again, ‘Thunders’ could not get away without drama. For the second year
in a row, they have overcome a six-goal deficit in qualification round 2 to
secure a spot in the group phase.

Sporting are one of three Portuguese representatives in this season and
with individual quality, they aim high. Ending in the Last 16 phase for two
consecutive years, Sporting is ready to take another step further. Being
eliminated from the later runner-up Magdeburg by only one goal in two
matches in last season proves a lot. Well-balanced team with a young
stalwarts like 17-year-old Francisco Costa, and his older brother Martim,
both progressing under the eye of the head coach and their father Ricardo
Costa. Skjern have not reached the group phase of Europe’s competition in
four years and with a new head coach Henrik Kronborg they want to leave
their mark this season. Almost all Scandinavian team, with the exception of
line player Senjamin Buric from Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Danish club
want to continue with the good work they began last season, finishing third
in the domestic championship. Their best finish since 2018.

Balatonflired secured the group phase of the competition by finishing third
in the domestic championship. It marks their return to the competition
after three years when they played the same stage of the EHF Cup enrolling
only one victory and finishing last in the group. Even though they did not
have major changes in the team, Pedro Rodriguez and Petar Topic, two
Hungarian national team players, will be the team’s main absence this
season Granollers are a team with ambition and have a good mixture

of experience and youth. Coming second behind Barca in the Spanish
championship after a long time secured them their debutant season in the
EHF European League. Adding to the team Yusuf Farak, who joined from
Kielce, even though they are debutants, they will be a hard nut to crack for
the opponents in the group.

The second debutants of the group are ALPLA Hard, an Austrian team
coming into the European competition group phase after 20 years. The
team from Hard qualified for the group phase knocking-out two North
Macedonian teams in the qualification rounds 1 and 2 - Eurofarm Pelister
II and Butel Skopje. An inexperienced team led by Icelandic-born coach
Hannes Jon Jénsson will have a tough job but there is no doubt they

will want to make the most out of their historic return to the second-tier
competition.

With handball being so popular in Denmark, it can be surprising to find out
that one of the most decorated teams in the history of the Scandinavian
country celebrates only 30 years of existence, but Skjern Handbold are
still young. They might have only two titles in the domestic league, but
have also won the EHF Challenge Cup Men twice in their history, therefore
European handball is well written into the club’s DNA. The past season

In the domestic tournaments, many of their competitors seem to be
strengthened and recent seasons have shown just how tough Europe’s
second flight is as well. Tamdas Bene, Executive Director of the club,
understands the challenge that awaits.

This year is the 11th time we are participating in international competition,
which also means that this year our players can develop.

MANY CHALLENGES AHEAD FOR FAVOURITES FROM BERLIN

Flichse Berlin carry the favourite role in group D, but there are definitely some
challenges ahead for the 2014 and 2018 EHF Cup winners, who had failed in
the Last 16 of the previous season against HBC Nantes. Berlin have set high
hopes in the MVP of the Tokyo Olympic Games, Dane Mathias Gidsel - but

the Dane is ruled out with a hand injury until the end of the year. But still they
can count on a wide squad with experienced stars such as Hans Lindberg,

the Serbian duo Dejan Milosavljec and Mjhailo Marsenic or the German
internationals Paul Drux and Fabian Wiede. But which team can endanger

the Foxes most? From their international experience, Pelister Eurofarm from
handball-crazy city of Bitola could be the main contender. But the Macedonian
side underwent some major changes - starting on the bench, were Dane Lars
Walther took over from Croat Zeljko Babic. Due to this change of coaches,
many Croats left Bitola, topped by their top scorer Stipe Mandalinic (AEK
Athens) and Croatian talent Mateo Maras (now in Tatabanya). Eurofarm signed
many players from the French league, including Ousamma Hosni, a powerful
Tunisian right back, and Rudy Serj, who fits perfectly as the counterpart on the
left back position. But their biggest transfer was Slovenian goalkeeper Urban
Lesjak, who arrived from German side Hanover.

The only former Champions League winners in group D, Bidasoa Irun had a
tough road already. The Spanish side was the lucky penalty shoot-out winners
in the second qualification round at risings stars from Kolstad (Norway) - and
now hope to make it at least to the Last 16. Irun’s best known player is still
legendary Julen Aguinagalde, world and EHF EURO champion with Spain,

but in the qualification, right wing Ineko Cavero was their top scorer by 18
goals in the two matches against Kolstad. Knowing that the Danish league has
improved a lot in the previous years, you can expect a lot from European Cup
debutant Skanderborg Aarhus, a club, founded in 2021. The fifth ranked side
of the previous Danish league season underlined their strength by eliminating
Swedish powerhouse IFK Kristianstad in the qualification, their unpolished
diamond in the young team is Faroese shooter Hakun West Av Teigum.
Another mostly unknown side is Aquas Santas Milaneza, which eliminated
their domestic rivals Belinenses in the qualification - and is the third
Portuguese side beside defending champions Benfica and Sporting CP in the
group phase. In contrast to the international star-studded sides from Lisbon,
Milaneza only count on Portuguese players.

The dark horse in group D can be Motor from Ukrainian city of Zaporizhye. Due
to the war in their country, they are based in German city Diisseldorf since
June - and play in the second German Bundesliga. As almost all international
stars have left Motor - and many Ukrainian national players arrived at the team
of coach Gintaras Savukynas, the side will not be as strong as in the previous
EHF Champions League seasons, when they made it to the Last 16 four times.
But as Motor have created a huge fan base at Diisseldorf, they definitely hope
for winning their home matches to have a chance to proceed to the knock-out
stage. Right their first match will bring Fiichse to their Castello Hall.

Many of their former top players such as Aidenas Malasinskas, Viachaslau
Bokhan, Barys Pukhouski and Artem Kozakevych have left the club, but
some young Ukrainian players arrived. Coach Gintaras Savukynas has the
huge task to form a new team, far away from home and during the war.

To compete in the second German league provides Motor with a constant
playing experience; after several defeats at the start of the season, Motor
took their first victory and gained confidence. “Our sporting goal is to

do wellin the European League. And of course the season in the second
division will help us a lot for that. This experience will help the young
players in the team in particular, because it’s a strong league in which we
can learn a lot and improve,” says Savukynas.

In Motor’s case, it is not only about results, says manager Dmytro
Karpushchenko. “Our team has changed a lot — we have many young
players and only three foreigners. The main aim for us this season is that
our club and our players survive and to show to all Europe that Ukrainian
handball is alive and fighting for Ukraine,” Karpushchenko says.
